Christophe Beck is a world-renowned film and TV
composer who has defined the sound of iconic
action epics, comedies, and dramas, and whose
soundtracks to Oscar-, Golden Globe-, and
Emmy-winning IP have achieved platinum status,
sold millions of copies, and reigned no. 1 on the
Billboard 200 Album chart.

Beck is equally at home with high-profile
blockbusters like Marvel’s Ant Man trilogy
starring Paul Rudd, powerful dramas like

Davis Guggenheim’s Waiting for Superman or
Shana Feste’s Endless Love, as he is with the
touching - and Oscar-winning - Disney short
Paper Man. Beck is likewise unforgettable as the
composer of such mega-hit studio franchises

as Disney’s Frozen, and The Hangover trilogy.
His collaboration with director Doug Liman
resulted in four acclaimed action features: Edge
of Tomorrow and American Made both starring
Tom Cruise, Amazon Prime’s Roadhouse, and The
Instigators starring Ben Affleck and Matt Damon.

Beck’s body of work includes distinguished
narratives such as McG’s We Are Marshall,
Under the Tuscan Sun starring Diane Lane.
Beck’s ongoing work with director Daniel Barnz
yielded two indie dramas as well: Phoebe in
Wonderland and Cake. Beck’s music extends
further into award-winning documentary films
such as Red Army and the Netflix produced
docuseries Arnold. He's crafted deep sonic
worlds for fantasy adventures Percy Jackson and
the Lightning Thief, and the Oscar-nominated
animated Netflix feature Nimona, among

many others.

are the Oscar-, Grammy-, and Emmy-winning,
married songwriting team behind the Disney
animated films, Frozen and Frozen 2. Together
they also wrote the Oscar-winning song
Remember Me from Pixar’s Coco and songs for
Marvel’'s WandaVision (Emmy Award win for
Agatha All Along). They wrote songs for the
Obama’s series We the People and adapted
Frozen for the Broadway stage.

Robert co-conceived and co-wrote the hit
musicals Avenue Q and The Book of Mormon,
both earning him Tony Awards. Kristen’s
show /n Transit made history as the first

all a cappella musical to run on Broadway,
after an award-winning Off-Broadway run.
Anderson-Lopez and Lopez have written for
television, film and stage, including Finding
Nemo: The Musical; songs for “The Wonder
Pets” (two Emmy Award wins) and the Winnie
the Pooh animated film. Anderson-Lopez

and Lopez both serve on the Dramatist Guild
Council. Graduates of Yale University and
Williams College, respectively, they now reside
in Brooklyn with their two daughters.

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Australian conductor Benjamin Northey is the
Chief Conductor of the Christchurch Symphony
Orchestra, Conductor in Residence of the Sydney
Symphony Orchestra and the Principal Conductor
in Residence of the Melbourne Symphony
Orchestra. In 2025 he was appointed as

Director of the Australian Conducting Academy.
Northey studied conducting at Finland’s Sibelius
Academy and completed his studies at the
Stockholm Royal College of Music with Jorma
Panula in 2006.

Northey appears regularly as a guest conductor
with all major Australian symphony orchestras,
Opera Australia (Turandot, L’elisir d’amore,

Don Giovanni), New Zealand Opera (Sweeney
Todd) and State Opera South Australia (La
sonnambula, L'elisir d'amore). His international
appearances include concerts with the London
Philharmonic Orchestra, Tokyo Philharmonic
Orchestra, Mozarteum Orchestra Salzburg,
Hong Kong Philharmonic, National Symphony
Orchestra of Colombia, New Zealand Symphony,
Auckland Philharmonia and Christchurch
Symphony Orchestras.

Northey has collaborated with a broad range

of leading artists including Maxim Vengerov,
Julian Rachlin, Karen Gomyo, Piers Lane, Alban
Gerhardt, as well as popular artists Tim Minchin,
KD Lang, Kate Miller-Heidke, Barry Humphries,
Kurt Elling, James Morrison and Tori Amos.

An Aria Awards, Air Music Awards, and Art
Music Awards winner, he was voted Limelight
magazine's Australian Artist of the Year in 2018.
Northey’s many recordings can be found on
ABC Classics.

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The HONG KONG PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA
(HK Phil) is regarded as one of the leading orchestras in
Asia. Presenting more than 150 concerts over a 44-week
season, the HK Phil attracts more than 200,000 music
lovers annually. The HK Phil won the prestigious UK
classical music magazine Gramophone’'s 2019 Orchestra
of the Year Award - the first orchestra in Asia to receive
this accolade.

Tarmo Peltokoski will become the HK Phil's Music
Director beginning in the 2026/27 season, after
serving as Music Director Designate in 2025/26.
Currently, Long Yu serves as Principal Guest Conductor,
Lio Kuokman is Resident Conductor, Esa-Pekka Salonen
is Composer-in-Residence.

The HK Phil has flourished in the last two decades under
Jaap van Zweden (Music Director, 2012-2024) and

Edo de Waart (Artistic Director and Chief Conductor,
2004-2012). The orchestra successfully completed

a four-year journey through Wagner’s Ring Cycle,
performing and recording one opera from the cycle
annually from 2015 to 2018. The concert performances
were well received, and the live Naxos recordings
were praised by critics, and garnered the Gramophone
Orchestra of the Year Award 2019. Other recent
recording projects include Mahler’'s Symphony no. 10,
Shostakovich’s Symphony no. 10, and Tchaikovsky’s
Symphony no. 6 and Piano Concerto no. 1.

The HK Phil has toured extensively across the Chinese
Mainland. The orchestra undertook a major tour in 2017
to Seoul, Osaka, Singapore, Melbourne and Sydney in
celebration of the 20™ anniversary of the establishment
of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. The
HK Phil toured Europe, Asia, and the Chinese Mainland,
performing in 22 cities across ten countries in its

50" anniversary. In the 2025/26 season, the orchestra
will perform in Europe, Japan, Korea and the Chinese
Mainland again.

Conductors and soloists who have recently
performed with the orchestra include Anja Bihlmaier,
Stéphane Denéve, Christoph Eschenbach, Paavo Jarvi,
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Andrés Orozco-Estrada, Vasily Petrenko, Krzysztof
Urbanski, Joshua Bell, Ning Feng, Boris Giltburg,

Lang Lang, Leonidas Kavakos, Olivier Latry, Yo-Yo Ma
and Akiko Suwanai. The HK Phil promotes the work

of Hong Kong and Chinese composers through an
active commissioning programme, and it has released
recordings on the Naxos label featuring Tan Dun and
Bright Sheng, each conducting their own compositions.

The HK Phil runs diverse education and community
programmes in schools and outdoor spaces, bringing
music into the hearts of tens of thousands of children
and families every year.

The Swire Group has been the Principal Patron of the
HK Phil since 2006. Through this current sponsorship
donation, the largest in the orchestra’s history, Swire
endeavours to foster access to classical music and
stimulate cultural participation in Hong Kong and the
Chinese Mainland. A critical aspect of this is engaging
with the community, especially young people. The
sponsorship also helps promote local artistic excellence
and enhances Hong Kong's reputation as one of the
great cities in the world.

Thanks to a significant subsidy from the Government of
the HKSAR and long-term funding from Principal Patron
Swire, The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust and
other supporters, the HK Phil now boasts a full-time
annual schedule of core classical repertoire and
innovative popular programming, extensive education
and community programmes, and collaborations with,
amongst others, Hong Kong Ballet, Opera Hong Kong
and the Hong Kong Arts Festival.

The history of the HK Phil dates back to the
establishment of the Sino-British Orchestra in 1947.
In 1957, the orchestra was officially registered as
the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra and became
fully professional in 1974. The HK Phil is a registered
charitable organisation.
