Described by the
Financiaf Times as “a soprano who has everything — great looks, a sparkling
voice that never loses its quality, glittering allure and intensity”, she
presents songs evoking the magic, mystery and magnificence of Europe’s
northern lands. On either side stand two monumental masterpieces from
the great Scandinavian symphonists of the 20th century. Nielsen'’s
symphony, which celebrates the inextinguishable joys of nature, might also
be familiar to fans of the animated Nodame Cantabile series.

Inger Dam-Jensen soprano

Winner of the coveted Cardiff Singer of the World Competition in 1993,
Inger Dam-Jensen has established herself as a soprano of the highest
calibre, both in concert and on the operatic stage. She began her formal
music education at the Royal Danish Academy of Music before
moving to the Danish Opera School in 1990 to study with
Professor Kirsten Buhl Mgller. In concert her repertoire

focuses on the Romantic period, including Mahler's
Des Knaben Wunderhorn, Symphonies Nos. 2 and 4,
Beethoven's Missa Solemnis and Ninth Symphony,
Strauss’ Brentano Lieder and Brahms’ Requiem. Her
discography includes a selection of Carl Nielsen
songs for DaCapo, which receiving the Gramophone
award for Best Vocal Recording. Her first solo album of
songs by Richard Strauss has just been released.

Thomas Dausgaard conductor

Thomas Dausgaard has been Chief Conductor of the Danish National
Symphony Orchestra since 2004 and of the Swedish Chamber Orchestra
since 1997. He guest conducts many of the world’s leading orchestras and
maintains strong links with many of the major UK orchestras,
working this season and next with the Royal Liverpool
Philharmonic and the City of Birmingham Symphony. In
the US he has worked with many of the major
orchestras including the Philadelphia and Los Angeles
Philharmonic. He makes regular appearances at the
Mostly Mozart Festival in New York and conducted
the Boston Symphony Orchestra at the 2009
Tanglewood Festival. He has been awarded the Cross
of Chivalry in Denmark, and elected to the Royal
Academy of Music in Sweden.
